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Year Six learn about recycling

On that note, Year Six have attended another workshop held by Kent University, looking at
the issue of recycling. They learned about different types of polymers, conducting
experiments to look the various properties of each typ&Vhen plastics are recydd, they are
sorted by polymer, then by colour, shredded and melted into pellets and then reformed into
other objects. Unfortunately, there are some polymers which cannot be recycled and will
end up in landfill or our oceans. From their research, Kent Uwersity estimate that on
average, one household will dispose of 4490 pieces of plastics. This is effectively 12 pieces of
plastic a day. Did you know that a milk bottle can have 5 different types of polymer
contained in it? If we multiply this by the pomlation of the UK, this would amount to
approximately 295 billion pieces per year. Around 67% ofgmer—% 1
this amount comes from food packaging. This would be 'MN ’
an accumulation of plastic higher than The Shard andj -
would have a base of 1km in diameter. This is =
catastrophic image!

During English lessons, the class have written
persuasive letter to the Managing Director of Tesco asking
for prompt action with regards to how they package their
food items. Of course we can do things differently too,k+
for example buyng loose vegetables or taking a refillablg=2
cup to coffee houses. We could stop using straws angi
plastic cutlery. Simple measures like this will make &
significant difference.
